&&= Expozitia de fatd reuneste tiparituri olandeze din secolele XVI-XVII, aflate in

fondurile Colectiilor Speciale BCU Cluj. Selectia celor expuse a vizat, pe de o parte,
ilustrarea celor mai importante centre tipografice ale vremii (Amsterdam, Haga,
Leiden, Utrecht, Franeker)si, pe de altd parte, circulatia lor certa in Transilvania
epocii. Cu alte cuvinte, este vorba despre carti tiparite in centrele olandeze,
achizitionate si citite de catre transilvaneni. S-a dorit astfel punerea in evidetd a
stranselor legdturi culturale intre acest stia si Olanda - destinatia preferata a
peregrinajului academic in secolul al XVll-lea. Daca pana atunci studentii ardeleni se
indreptau mai ales inspre centrele universitare din spdiul german, incepand cu anii
1630 ei le-au ales cu precadere pe cele olandeze, pe fondul
identitatii confesionale comune calvine.

&< Cartile expuse reflecta cateva dintre manualele si lecturile
cele mai importante din circuitul intelectual al vremii. in cazul
editiilor multiple, s-a cautat in general sa se expuna exemplarul
editio princeps sau cele ale caror insemnari atesta prezenta lor in
mediul local. Pe langa acestea, s-a considerat oportung
expunerea unor operele ale autorilor transilvaneni tiparite in
centrele olandeze. Autori, traducatori, editori, tipografi si, nu in ultimul rand, patroni
ai cartii au creat astfel adevarate retele culturale care au statornicit legaturile dintre
cele doua spatii amintite in secolul al XVII-lea si au imbogatit totodata bibliotecile si
scolile ardelene.

Expozitia este organizata in functie de centrele tipografice.

&% Din centrul tipografic de la HAGA provin cele mai timpurii tiparituri din
expozitia de fatd, unele foarte apropiate de limita cronologica a clasarii
incunabulelor. Ele acoperd o tematica variata, de la dictionarul grecesc a lui
Hesychias Alexandrinus, la opere teologice apartinand unor dominicani (Humbertus
de Romanis) sau unor reformatori timpuri (Franciscus Irenicus, Johannes
Bugenhagen) si culminand cu tratatul politic al lui Galeazzo Flavio Capella.
Pentru intervalul cronologic avut in vedere, tipariturile de la ANTWERP sunt mai putin
reprezentate in fondurile noastre, dar de o importantd majora. De pilda, prin
intermediul cartilor lui Lipsius s-au raspandit in Transilvania veacului al XVll-lea ideile
neostoicismului. in ceea ce priveste literatura devotional, autorii ardeleni recurgeau
deseori la imprumuturi din operele lui Jeremias Drexel.

&=— Cele mai numeroase carti din fondurile noastre provin din tipografiile active
in AMSTERDAM. Diversitatea lor tematica depdeste cu mult posibilitdtile selectiei de
fatd, acoperind literatura clasica, istoria, geografia si medicina. in spatiul olandez, tot
la Amsterdam s-a tiparit pentru intdia oara o carte in limba maghiarda. Numele lui
Albert Szenci Molnar trebuie amintit Tn mod special in acest sens, activitatea sa de




traducator, scriitorsi patronaj constituind unul din tre punctele nodale ale reelei
intelectuale amintite. O alta figura extrem de interesantad, probabil cel mai
profesionist tipograf transilvanean al vremii, Miklés Misztétfalusi Kis, -a facut
ucenicia la Amsterdam, experitm sa olandeza marcandu -i intreaga activitate
ulterioara. Chiar si un sas ardelean, Bartholomeus Bausner, si-a editat aici cartea.
%= De la LEIDEN, care era totodatdsi un centru universitar foarte frecventat de
ardeleni, provine o serie compacta de tiparituri tipic elzevieriene (cati d e buzunar,
cu legatura de pergament) dedicate istoriei diferitelor tari, dintre care in Transilvania
au ajuns cele referitoare la Olanda, Belgia, Suedia, Anglianu intamplator, la
Imperiul Otoman si Constantinopol - ce a beneficiat de o edie separatd . in afara
unui interes pentru istorie, este bine reprezentat si gustul pentru literatura, asa cum
o atesta circuldia locald a poeziilor lui Caspar Barlaeus. Nu lipsste, fireste, nici
Principele lui Machiavelli, o lecturd prizata si in mediile politice ardelene. Bisterfeld,
profesor la colegiul princiar de la Alba luli@, -a editatsi in Leiden unele dintre
operele lui. Dintre autorii maghiari, trebuie amintit Gyorgy Saldnki,
primul traducator a lui Erasmus. Nu in ultimul rand, cea de-a treia
editie a Bibliei in limba maghiara a aparut tot aici.

®=<— Din centrul tipografic de la UTRECHT, cea dintai carte expusa
este opera unui teolog olandez Johann Hoornbeek, foarte influent
in mediul reformat. Best-sellers in epoca erau probabil lucrarile lui
Puffendorf, dintre care am ales o istorie a Suediei, ce a circulat Tn
Transilvania. intre texte majoritar protestante, in expozia de fat3
se regaseste si cartea misionarului iezuit Philippe Avril deschisa ih mod intentionat la
descrierea Moldovei. Tn cu totul alt registru, ilustrativa este circulatia tratatului de
medicina a lui Franciscus Deleboe, ajunsa in biblioteca unor medici transilvaneni la
aproximativ un deceniu de la publicarea ei. In fine noile curente puritane si
carteziane se oglindesc in opera lui Janos Apdczai Csere, a carui lucrare Enciclopedia
maghiard expune cele mai recente principii pedagocice ale vremii.

g=<— Dintre cartile iesite din tipografia din FRANEKER s-a expus o opera polemicd a
unui intelectual de origind polonezd, influentat adanc de ideiile lui Johannes
Cocceius, dar care a activat in mediul academic olandez (Arnoldi Nicolaus). De
asemenea expozitia mai cuprinde doua lucrari ale unor profesori de la universitatea
din Franeker, respectiv o lucrare de teologie sistematicd a lui Hermann Wits si o
opera istoricd a lui Ulrich Huber. Dintre lucrarile autorilor maghiari publicate aici
evidentiem opera de lingvistica comparata a lui Ferenc Otrokocsi Fdris, cunoscut si ca
unul dintre predicatorii reformati trimisi Tn galerele napolitane de catre autoritatile
catolice si salvat de acolo de catre amiralul olandez Ruyter.

%< O ultimad sectiune a expozitiei noastre cuprinde dizertatiile studentilor
maghiari sustinute la universitatile olandeze din Franeker, Utrecht, Leiden. Tematic,
ele acopera o multitudine de discipline, ceea ce reflecta spectrul larg al interesului
academic manifestat de transilvaneni, interes care va continua, de altfel, si dupa
secolul al XVIl-lea.







&< This exhibition presents Dutch prints from the 16™M-17" century from the
Special Collections of the ‘Lucian Blaga’ Central University Library in Cluj. The
selection intends to illustrate the activity of the most important typographic centres
of the period (Amsterdam, the Hague, Antwerp, Leiden, Utrecht, Franeker), and the
circulation of these books in early modern Transylvania. In other words, we exhibit
books printed in the Netherlands, that were purchased and read by Transylvanians.
The aim was to emphasize the strong cultural connections between this territory and
the Netherlands — the favourite destination for academic peregrination in the 17"
century. While in the preceding period students from Transylvania chose mainly
German universities for their studies, beginning with the 1630s they turned to the
Netherlands because of their common Calvinist confessional identity.

%X The exhibited books present some of the most important manuals and
readings that circulated in the intellectual networks of the time. In case of multiple
editions, the choice was, as much as it was possible, to display the editio princeps or
editions containing annotations that attested their local use. Another group of the
exhibits consists of works of Transylvanian authors printed in Dutch centres. Writers,
translators, editors, typographers, and last but not least, patrons of books involved in
this process established strong cultural networks during the 17" century, thus
enriching Transylvanian libraries and schools.

< The exhibition is structured on the basis of the main printing centres.

The oldest books from our exhibition were printed in THE HAGUE, some
of them very close to the upper time limit of the standard classification
of the incunabulae. They cover a large thematic spectrum, from the
Greek dictionary of Hesychias Alexandrinus, to the theological works of
Dominican (Humbertus de Romanis) or early Reformed authors
(Franciscus lIrenicus, Johannes Bugenhagen) and culminating with Galeazzo Flavio
Capella’s famous political treaty.

Within the selected chronological span, printings from ANTWERP are much less
represented in the collections of our library, even though of major importance for
the intellectual climate of the period. For example, the works of Justus Lipsius are
responsible for the diffusion of neo-stoic ideas in 17" century Transylvania. As far as
devotional literature is concerned, Transylvanian authors were often influenced by
the works of Jeremias Drexel.

Most books in our collections come from typographies of AMSTERDAM. Their
thematic diversity greatly exceeds the scope of this selection, including writings on
classical literature, history, geography and medicine. The first book in Hungarian
language printed in the Netherlands also comes from Amsterdam. The name of
Albert Szenci Molndar must be mentioned in this context, as his activity as a
translator, writer and patron of books constitutes one of the nodal points of the
intellectual network mentioned before. Another interesting figure of the time,
probably the best professional printer of early modern Transylvania, is Miklds




Misztétfalusi Kis, who completed his apprenticeship at Amsterdam and the
experience he gained in the Netherlands influenced all his subsequent activity. Even
a Saxon from Transylvania, Bartholomeus Bausner, had his books prlnted there.
&% A compact series of Elsevier prints (pocket-books with @
parchment bindings) come from LeDEN, which was also a
university center very frequented by Transylvanians. They are
dedicated to the history of various countries and, among them,
those that circulated in Transylvania address Holland, Belgium,
Sweden, England and, unsurprisingly, the Ottoman Empire and
Constantinople — the latter benefiting of a separate edition.
Beside an interest in history, the taste for literature is also well illustrated, as the
local circulation of Caspar Barlaeus’s poems shows. Of course, Machiavelli’s The
Prince is also present as a popular reading among Transylvanian politicians.
Bisterfeld, a well-known professor at the princely college of Alba lulia edited some of
his works in Leiden. Gyorgy Salanki must also be mentioned, as the first translator of
Erasmus. Last but not least, the third edition of the Bible in Hungarian was published
in Leiden.

& From the typographical centre of UTRECHT, we selected a book of Johann
Hoornbeek, a highly influential Dutch Reformed theologian, which circulated in
Transylvania, as well as a history of Sweden written by Puffendorf, whose works
were probably best-sellers at the time. Among predominantly Protestant works, the
present exhibition also contains a book of the Jesuit missionary Philippe Avril, which
was intentionally opened at the page containing the description of Moldavia.
Representative for a completely different field, Francis Deleboe’s medicine treaty is
also important, since it circulated very soon in Transylvania, being part of several
local physicians’ libraries within the first decade after its publishing. The new Puritan
and Cartesian ideas can be detected in Janos Apdczai Csere’s works, whose
Hungarian Enciclopaedia contains the most recent pedagogical principles of the time.
%% Out of the books printed in typographies from FRANEKER, the exhibition
contains a polemical work of the Polish born intellectual Arnoldi Nicolaus, active in
Netherlands and deeply influenced by Johannes Cocceius’s ideas. Two books written
by professors of the Franeker University are also exhibited, namely the systematic
theology of Hermann Wits and a historical work written by Ulrich Huber. Even
Hungarian authors published their works in Franeker, among which one must
mention Ferenc Otrokocsi Foris’s book on comparative linguistics. Its author was also
known as one of the Reformed preachers sent to prison in Naples by the Catholic
authorities and later saved by the Dutch admiral Ruyter.

8 The last section of our exhibition contains dissertations written by Hungarian
students at the Dutch universities in Franeker, Utrecht and Leiden. Thematically, they
cover a multitude of fields, which reflects the broad spectrum of the Transylvanians’
academic interests, a tendency that continued even after the 17" century.
